lullaby a song sung to put a baby to sleep

measure the distance between two bar lines
mezzo forte (mf) medium loud
mezzo piano (mp) medium soft
moderato medium speed
percussion family a group of instruments that are hit or
shaken to make sound
phrase a musical sentence
piano (p) soft
pianissimo (pp) very soft
pick up note note or notes preceding the first full measure
pitch pitch tells us how high or low the note is
pizzicato when the strings of these instruments are plucked
presto very quickly
prestissimo as fast as you can go
quarter note (q) hold for 1 beat in 4/4 time
reed small piece of cane that is attached to the mouthpiece 
of a woodwind instrument
rest a silent beat or beats
ritardando (rit) gradually slowing
rondo form A B A C A, etc.
round a strict canon
rhythm combinations of longer and shorter sounds and
silences
second ending take this ending the second time
sixteenth notes (qttt) four sixteenth notes equal one
beat in 4/4 time
solo one person plays or sings alone
staccato play or sing the note in a detached style
staff five lines upon which music is written
string family violin, viola, cello and double bass
treble clef circles the note G, and is used for treble notes
tempo speed of the music
tie hold for the value of all the tied notes
timbre the sound of a voice or instrument
time signature tells how many beats are in a bar
unison all voices sing the same note
whole note (w) hold for 4 beats in 4/4 time
woodwind family includes the flute, oboe, bassoon,
clarinet and saxophone
